Choosing That Which Is Needed-Part 2
Luke 10:38-42 And Jesus answered and said to her, "Martha, Martha, you are worried and troubled about many things.  42 But one thing is needed, and Mary has chosen that good part, which will not be taken away from her."

     Mary was able to understand that listening to the teachings of Jesus was what she needed more than being a good hostess to the visitors in her home. In the same manner we need to learn to choose what we need spiritually over matters that are not as important. We too need to choose to listen to and hear the word of God.

1 Timothy 4:13 Till I come, give attention to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. 

     Today we live in what is called the age of information. We are surrounded with a multitude of sources of information that are wanting our time and attention. Every day we face the options of listening to our radio, watching our televisions, spending time searching the internet with our computers, or reading newspapers, magazines, or multitude of books on every subject. Most of this information is not sinful in and of itself. However, this information is not what is needed for us spiritually. Rather than giving our time and attention to temporary matters we need to give our time and attention to matters that relate to us in an eternal way. 

Romans 10:17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

    The key to our eternal relationship with our God is our faith. Our faith is produced from hearing and reading the word of God. Thus we need to spend our time reading the word of God to strengthen our faith and or relationship with our God. We also need to spend time reading the scriptures to help us know what the will of our God is for us in our lives that we in turn may keep it by faith.
Hebrews 5:14 But solid food belongs to those who are of full age, that is, those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.

     It is only through using and practicing with the word of God that we can be able to properly discern between good and evil. There is no short cut to growing in our knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. The only way has always been and will always be, spending time reading the word of God. 
So my admonition to you is to encourage you to choose to spend time hearing the words of our Lord given to us in His revelation, the word of God.
