I Can Do All Things Through Christ

Philippians 4:11-13 Not that I speak in regard to need, for I have learned in whatever state I am, to be content: 12 I know how to be abased, and I know how to abound. Everywhere and in all things I have learned both to be full and to be hungry, both to abound and to suffer need. 13 I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.
     The Philippians letter in the New Testament is one of the most positive uplifting parts of the word of God. It is filled with what I call the keys to being able to rejoice in the Lord. One of the great keys to contentment and joy in the life of any Christian can be found in Philippians 4:13. Paul had learned how to be content through his relationship with God through Christ. 2 Corinthians 10:4 For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, 
    With God beside us and His armor protecting us we can do all things.
