Matthew 22:37 Jesus said to him, "'You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind.' 
     The greatest command and the primary goal of every Christian is to love our God with all our heart, soul, and mind. Loving God is the purpose of our existence. Since loving God is the primary goal as a Christian, then the obvious question we must ask is “how can I grow in my love for God, when I can not see Him.” 
    1 John 4:19 We love Him because He first loved us.

     1 John 4:16 And we have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he who abides in love abides in God, and God in him.
