The Lord Knows Those Who Are His
1 Corinthians 8:3  But if anyone loves God, this one is known by Him

     God’s primary desire of us is for us to love Him. The first commandment is to love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind.  It is possible to fool people around us about how we feel about them, because they can not read our heart. We can even fool ourselves sometimes. However, God is able to search the hearts of men to see where we really are in our relationship with Him. We can not fool God. For this reason we must be totally honest when we examine ourselves, and answer this all important question, do I really love God. 
      If you need a standard to measure yourself to help you see where you are in your true relationship with God, use John 14:15.

John 14:15 "If you love Me, keep My commandments.
      Our actions tell us where we really are in our heart. If we do not keep his commandments, we can say we love and know God all day long, but we would be liars and His truth would not really be in us.

1 John 2:4 He who says, "I know Him," and does not keep His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him
Nahum 1:7  He knows those who trust in Him.
     The second thing God desires of us is for us to trust Him.  It is our faith that gives us access to the grace of God by which we are saved. It is our faith that we are to walk and live by in our relationship with God. So again I ask us, do we really trust in God. God knows those who truly trust in Him. To see where we really are in your relationship with God use the standard found in Hebrews 11:8.
Hebrews 11:8 By faith Abraham obeyed 
     Again we see that our actions prove what is in our heart. If you keep God’s commandments motivated  by your love for Him, and you obey His commandments motivated by your trust in Him, God knows this about you.
2 Timothy 2:19 "The Lord knows those who are His,"
     We need to make sure we are His by making sure we are real in our relationship with God. Faith comes through reading the word of God and love comes through faith. If you want to strengthen your faith and love in God, then spend more time reading about God’s great love for you shown through the sacrifice of His son for you.

1 John 4:19 We love Him because He first loved us.
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
