Trying To Hide Our Sin

Job 24:15 The eye of the adulterer waits for the twilight,

Saying, 'No eye will see me'; And he disguises his face. 
John 3:19-20 And this is the condemnation, that the light has come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.  20 For everyone practicing evil hates the light and does not come to the light, lest his deeds should be exposed. 
     People who have a moral conscience are not proud of their sin. To the contrary, they feel shame and even guilt about their sin. Unfortunately some people do not feel Godly sorrow to repent of their sins, so they decide to try and hide their sin from the world around them. Adulterers will sometime wait for darkness and disguise themselves to keep people from knowing what they are doing. Exposure of their sin is the last thing they want so they will work hard to hide their sin.
Jeremiah 23:24 Can anyone hide himself in secret places, So I shall not see him?" says the LORD; "Do I not fill heaven and earth?" says the LORD. 
     We may be able to fool some of the people some of the time. We may be able to hide our sin from people who would be upset to find out sins we are hiding. However, we must understand that we can not ever hide our sin from God. It does not matter where we may go, we can not hide ourselves from the presence of God. He knows all we say and do and it is God whom we must stand before in the day of judgment and give account of all our actions done in this life.
Psalm 32:5 I acknowledged my sin to You, And my iniquity I have not hidden. I said, "I will confess my transgressions to the LORD," And You forgave the iniquity of my sin.
Proverbs 28:13 He who covers his sins will not prosper,

But whoever confesses and forsakes them will have mercy. 

      Covering or trying to hide our sins will only end in our spiritual death forever separating us from our God in hell. Whatever sin there may be in our lives must be faced up to and dealt with. We should examine ourselves to see where we really are spiritually. The spiritual flaws that do exist in our lives must be acknowledged. We will never grow spiritually until we see where we really are. Then once we acknowledge and confess the reality of our sins, we must have the Godly sorrow about these sins to be willing to forsake them. After we confess and forsake our sins, God will have mercy and forgive us of our sins.
