I. Apostolic Succession

How does one have a dialogue, in prayer, with Christ, who gave Peter the “keys to the Kingdom of Heaven” (which have reached you through apostolic succession), giving him power to “bind and loose” all?

I. Christ Speaking Via The Holy Spirit Through The Apostles And Prophets
John 15:26-27 "But when the Helper comes, whom I shall send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father, He will testify of Me.  27 And you also will bear witness, because you have been with Me from the beginning.

2 Peter 3:2 that you may be mindful of the words which were spoken before by the holy prophets, and of the commandment of us, the apostles of the Lord and Savior,
II. Jesus The Rock Upon Which The Church Is Built
159. Why is the Catholic Church apostolic?

The true Church is apostolic because it is the Church Christ founded upon the apostles, and especially upon Peter whom He called the Rock on which the Church would be built. The supreme power of Saint Peter in the Church has been passed down through the unbroken line of his successors in the see of Rome.

The office of St. Peter, as head of the Church, did not end with his death, for a head and centre of unity is necessary at all times in the Church destined to last for ever as Christ founded it.

ROCK  1. petra denotes "a mass of rock," as distinct from petros, "a detached stone or boulder," or a stone that might be thrown or easily moved.

163. What is meant by the infallibility of the Catholic Church?

By the infallibility of the Catholic Church is meant that the Church, by the special assistance of the Holy Ghost, cannot err when it teaches or believes a doctrine of faith or morals.

125. When does the Church teach infallibly?

The Church teaches infallibly 1st, When it speaks through the Pope and Bishops united in general council, or, 2nd, Through the Pope alone when he proclaims to all the faithful a doctrine of faith or morals.
