Godliness-Reverence of God, godly fear characterized by a Godward attitude that does what is well pleasing to Him.  (Vines Expository Dictionary, p.502)

Hebrews 12:28 Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom which cannot be shaken, let us have grace, by which we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear.
Psalm 10:4 The wicked in his proud countenance does not seek God; God is in none of his thoughts. 
I. Respecting God By Respecting His Name

Psalm 111:9  He sent redemption unto his people he hath commanded his covenant forever: holy and reverend is his name.

Deuteronomy 5:11  You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain, for the Lord will not hold him guiltless who takes His name in vain.

II. Respecting God By Respecting His Son

John 5:23  That all should honor the Son just as they honor the Father. He who does not honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent Him.

Psalm 112:1  Praise the Lord! Blessed is the man who fears the Lord, Who delights greatly in His commandments.

Psalm 89:7 God is greatly to be feared in the assembly of the saints, And to be held in reverence by all those around Him.

1 Corinthians 11:24-26 and when He had given thanks, He broke it and said,  "Take, eat; this is My body which is broken for you; do this in remembrance of Me."  25 In the same manner He also took the cup after supper, saying, "This cup is the new covenant in My blood. This do, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me."  26 For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you proclaim the Lord's death till He comes. 

Ephesians 5:19   Speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord.

Luke 18:13  And the tax collector, standing afar off, would not so much as raise his eyes to heaven, but beat his breast, saying, “God, be merciful to me a sinner!”
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
