Dealing With Guilt-Part 5
Blame Your Sin On Others

Genesis 3:9-12 Then the LORD God called to Adam and said to him, "Where are you?" 10 So he said, "I heard Your voice in the garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; and I hid myself." 11 And He said, "Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you that you should not eat?" 12 Then the man said, "The woman whom You gave to be with me, she gave me of the tree, and I ate." 
     Blaming someone else for your sin to do away with guilt is literally the oldest trick in the book. In Genesis 3:9-12 God is speaking to Adam. Six times God uses the pronoun “you” referring to Adam. After God asked Adam about the sin Adam had committed, Adam’s response was to point the finger at Eve and Say, “It’s her fault.”

     Blaming someone else to do away with the personal guilt of ones sins is still one of the most commonly used methods of dealing with guilt in our world today. It seems that every time someone commits a terrible crime in our society we ask the question, “Whose fault is it?” You will hear such thing as, it’s the gun’s fault, it’s his parents’ fault, it’s television’s fault, or it’s society’s fault. People seem to be quick to blame everyone and everything, but the person who committed the crime.

     Another form of the blame game is to blame God for your actions. Notice in Genesis 3:12 Adam says, “The woman You gave to be with me.” It’s not only Eve’s fault that Adam sinned, but it’s also God’s fault because God gave Eve to Adam. If God had not given Even to Adam, then Adam would not have sinned. So in the blame game it’s God’s fault Adam sinned.
James 1:13-15 Let no one say when he is tempted, "I am tempted by God"; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone. 14 But each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his own desires and enticed. 15 Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death.
     God does not temp us to sin, nor is it His fault when we sin. We are free-willed individuals with the power to choose. No one has to sin! We can resist! We can say no! God will not allow Satan to tempt us beyond what we can not resist.

     It is true that other people may be the avenue through which the temptation of Satan comes, but it is not other peoples fault when we give into those temptations and sin.

     Every time I sin in my life it is because I was tempted, I gave into the temptation which I could have resisted, and I sinned. As a result my sins are my fault and no one else’s. Therefore, when I stand before God in the day of judgment, I will have to give account for my actions. Pointing the finger at someone else and saying “it’s their fault” will not remove the guilt of my sins.
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
