Job 1:11 But now, stretch out Your hand and touch all that he has, and he will surely curse You to Your face!" 

      Why did Satan believe Job would curse God to His face if Job were allowed to suffer? I believe Satan knows what has worked for him in time past and he thinks it will work again with Job. Unfortunately, there are many cases of people drawing back from God because of suffering they experience in life. Job is the example for us of a man holding to his faith and his relationship with God regardless of the trials and suffering that happened to him.

Job 1:16 While he was still speaking, another also came and said

Job 1:17 While he was still speaking, another also came and said,

Job 1:18 While he was still speaking, another also came and said,"

     The predominate phrase in the first chapter of Job is “While he was still speaking.”  Sometimes when we experience suffering it seems to come in waves beating us down one blow after another. 
Job 1:20 Then Job arose, tore his robe, and shaved his head; and he fell to the ground and worshiped. 

 The great lesson for us all from this tragedy in the life of Job is that when the trials of life beat us down the first and most important thing for us to do is turn to God for strength, help, and comfort.

Job 13:15 Though He slay me, yet will I trust Him.

     Job did not turn from God. Job did not curse God to His face. To the contrary Job turned to God. Job worshipped God and his trust in God did not waver. Regardless of what terrible things happened to Job he was still going to trust in the Lord. Please realize that in our relationship with God what He desires of us is an unwavering faith and trust in Him regardless of what happens to us.
Hebrews 10:35-36 Therefore do not cast away your confidence, which has great reward. 36 For you have need of endurance, so that after you have done the will of God, you may receive the promise:
      When the trials of life hit you, even if they come in waves that beat you down emotionally, do not allow them to beat down your trust in the Lord. Hold fast to your confidence and trust in the Lord regardless of the suffering you are going through and in the end you will receive the promise of eternal life with God.
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
