The Goal Of Our Instruction

1 Timothy 1:5 But the goal of our instruction is love from a pure heart and a good conscience and a sincere faith.
     A goal is what we are trying to get to, an aim, the end of a purpose. There is an aim and goal to our instruction and teaching with the word of God. That goal is love. A love that loves God with all its heart, soul, and mind and a love that loves its neighbor as himself. This love is to emanate from a pure heart, a good conscience, and sincere faith.

James 4:8 purify your hearts, you double-minded.
Hebrews 10:22 let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.
     A pure heart is a heart that is 100% given over to God. The double-minded person has half a heart for God and half a heart for himself and this world. God does not want half of anyone. The whole hearted relationship with God is all that is acceptable to God.

     The conscience is that moral aspect within us that distinguishes between good and evil. It condemns us when we do evil causing us to feel guilt and godly sorrow thus leading to repentance.

Romans 12:2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God. 
      The renewing of our mind is the changing of an evil conscience into a pure conscience correctly shaped by the values and standards of the will and word of God. It is the changing of our mind that leads to the changing of our life. It is the perfect will of God that shapes our hearts and consciences, teaching us how to truly love God and one another.
1 John 4:16 And we have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he who abides in love abides in God, and God in him.
1 John 4:19 We love Him because He first loved us.

     Love is the ultimate goal of a sincere faith that Hebrews describes as the full assurance of faith. Love for God is the highest level of faith. We can only get to this level of love by knowing and believing the love God has for us. We love Him because He first loved us. The ultimate manifestation of God’s love for us is shown in Christ crucified.

     Let the word of God into your heart. Let the word of God produce sincere faith in your heart. Let the word of God shape your mind and conscience into a good conscience. Let your sincere faith grow into a love for God with a pure, wholehearted, all of your heart love for God. This is the goal and aim of His word and instruction.
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
