Thoughts About God’s Word
1 Peter 1:22 Since you have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, love one another fervently with a pure heart,
There are many facts we learn from 1 Peter 1:22. The first fact I observe from the text is that it is possible to purify our souls from the sin that stains it and separates us from God. The second thing I observe from the text is that this purification of the soul is directly connected to our obedience to the truth. There is actually some thing we must do from our end to have our souls purified. We must obey the gospel. The third thing I observe from the text is that the Holy Spirit plays a role somehow in my obedience. My question is, “How does the Spirit work to lead me to obedience?”
1 Peter 1:23 having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever, 
The next verse gives me the answer to my question. The Holy Spirit works through the word of God.
Acts 15:9 and made no distinction between us and them, purifying their hearts by faith. 
Peter again speaking in Acts 15:9, tells us how we can have our hearts purified. The purification of our hearts takes place when we live by faith.
Romans 10:17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

The faith which can lead to the purifying of our heart comes from hearing the word of God. The word of God comes from the Father, through the mediator, Jesus, through the Holy Spirit.
