Thoughts About God’s Word

Colossians 1:23 if indeed you continue in the faith, grounded and steadfast, and are not moved away from the hope of the gospel which you heard, which was preached to every creature under heaven, of which I, Paul, became a minister. 

Colossians 2:6 As you therefore have received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in Him, 7 rooted and built up in Him and established in the faith, as you have been taught, abounding in it with thanksgiving. 

Numerous times in the scriptures we learn how our God wants us to be grounded, steadfast, rooted, immovable, established, or standing fast. All of these are stating the same idea different ways. The simple idea is simply not moving away from where God wants us to be. Where God wants us is “in the faith”. To continue in the faith, to be grounded in the faith, to be steadfast in the faith, to be rooted in the faith, and to be established in the faith is all saying the same thing different ways.

Hebrews 2:1 Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift away.

The fact of the matter is that Satan wants you to move away from the faith and hope of the gospel. Satan wants you to drift away the word of God we have heard. Drifting is not a hurricane quickly ripping you away from where you are. Drifting is a slow almost unnoticeable movement. Even though you are moving, you may not be aware of it. Beware of spiritual compromise. A step away from the faith is not being steadfast, grounded, or rooted. Hold your ground. Do not move one inch. 
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
