Thoughts About God’s Word

Joshua 8:5-7 Then I and all the people who are with me will approach the city; and it will come about, when they come out against us as at the first, that we shall flee before them. 6 For they will come out after us till we have drawn them from the city, for they will say, 'They are fleeing before us as at the first.' Therefore we will flee before them. 7 Then you shall rise from the ambush and seize the city, for the LORD your God will deliver it into your hand.
    There is an old military saying, “if the victory is very easy, it’s an ambush.” Diversion and deception have long been major military tactics in history. These techniques have been used successfully in countless battles through the centuries. In the spiritual warfare that we are all engaged in, Satan will also use diversion and deception in his attacks against us. 
1 Corinthians 10:12 Therefore let him who thinks he stands take heed lest he fall.

     If we think we are above attack from Satan in a particular part of our life, we better be careful. Sometimes the easiest way to be defeated is to think the enemy will never come from that direction so I do not need to be on guard there. The city of Sardis in Revelation 3 was twice defeated in history because they assumed the enemy would never attack from a direction they thought impossible to attack from. If you think you are above temptation and sin, take heed lest you fall.
Proverbs 14:12 There is a way that seems right to a man,

But its end is the way of death. 

     The trap or snare always has some form of bait. The bait is enticing. It looks good and you believe it will be good for you. There may even be pleasure in the beginning. However, there is a hook that will kill you in the end.

Proverbs 7:21-23 With her enticing speech she caused him to yield, With her flattering lips she seduced him. 

22 Immediately he went after her, as an ox goes to the slaughter, Or as a fool to the correction of the stocks,   

23 Till an arrow struck his liver. As a bird hastens to the snare, He did not know it would cost his life. 
     Beware of the deception of Satan. Beware of the spiritual ambush. Beware of the bait in the snare. If you do not watch carefully, you will fall and your end will be your spiritual defeat and spiritual death and destruction.
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
