I. If You Give Violence You Get Violence

Proverbs 22:22-23 Do not rob the poor because he is poor, Nor oppress the afflicted at the gate; 23 For the LORD will plead their cause, And plunder the soul of those who plunder them. 

Proverbs 1:11 If they say, "Come with us, Let us lie in wait to shed blood; Let us lurk secretly for the innocent without cause; 

Proverbs 1:18 But they lie in wait for their own blood, They lurk secretly for their own lives. 

Proverbs 26:27 Whoever digs a pit will fall into it, And he who rolls a stone will have it roll back on him. 

Proverbs 17:13 Whoever rewards evil for good, Evil will not depart from his house. 

II. If You Give Compassion You Get Compassion

Proverbs 19:17 He who has pity on the poor lends to the LORD, And He will pay back what he has given. 

Proverbs 11:24-25 There is one who scatters, yet increases more; And there is one who withholds more than is right, But it leads to poverty. 25 The generous soul will be made rich, And he who waters will also be watered himself.

Proverbs 21:13 Whoever shuts his ears to the cry of the poor Will also cry himself and not be heard. 

Proverbs 18:24 A man who has friends must himself be friendly, But there is a friend who sticks closer than a brother.
Matthew 5:46 For if you love those who love you, what reward have you? Do not even the tax collectors do the same? 

III. If You Give Mercy You Will Get Mercy

Matthew 7:2 For with what judgment you judge, you will be judged; and with the measure you use, it will be measured back to you.

Matthew 6:14-15 "For if you forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you.  15 But if you do not forgive men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.

IV. You Reap What You Sow

Galatians 6:7 Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man sows, that he will also reap.

Job 4:8 Even as I have seen, Those who plow iniquity And sow trouble reap the same. 

Proverbs 22:8 He who sows iniquity will reap sorrow, And the rod of his anger will fail. 
2 Corinthians 9:6-8 But this I say: He who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and he who sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. 7 So let each one give as he purposes in his heart, not grudgingly or of necessity; for God loves a cheerful giver. 8 And God is able to make all grace abound toward you, that you, always having all sufficiency in all things, may have an abundance for every good work.
