I. A Mighty Fortress # 16

  (1.) Psalm 91:2 I will say of the LORD, "He is my refuge and my fortress; My God, in Him I will trust." 
A bulwark never failing

Bulwark-A defensive wall or rampart; fortification; hence, any safeguard or defense.

Ephesians 6:12 For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places. 

(2.)  Ephesians 6:10 Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might.

1 John 3:8 He who sins is of the devil, for the devil has sinned from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy the works of the devil. 
Hebrews 13:8  Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.

James 5:4 the cries of the reapers have reached the ears of the Lord of Sabaoth.

 (3.) 1 Peter 1:23 having been born again, not of corruptible seed but incorruptible, through the word of God which lives and abides forever,

III. On Jordan’s Stormy Banks #254
(1.) Joshua 3:1 Then Joshua rose early in the morning; and they set out from Acacia Grove and came to the Jordan, he and all the children of Israel, and lodged there before they crossed over.

Joshua 3:15-17 and as those who bore the ark came to the Jordan, and the feet of the priests who bore the ark dipped in the edge of the water (for the Jordan overflows all its banks during the whole time of harvest), 16 that the waters which came down from upstream stood still, and rose in a heap very far away at Adam, the city that is beside Zaretan. So the waters that went down into the Sea of the Arabah, the Salt Sea, failed, and were cut off; and the people crossed over opposite Jericho. 17 Then the priests who bore the ark of the covenant of the LORD stood firm on dry ground in the midst of the Jordan; and all Israel crossed over on dry ground, until all the people had crossed completely over the Jordan. 

Hebrews 4:8-9 For if Joshua had given them rest, then He would not afterward have spoken of another day. 9 There remains therefore a rest for the people of God.

Hebrews 4:11 Let us therefore be diligent to enter that rest, lest anyone fall according to the same example of disobedience.

Sing the Song of Moses and the Lamb

Revelation15:3-4 They sing the song of Moses, the servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying:

(1.) Alas- An exclamation expressing sorrow, pity, regret

Sovereign-A person who possesses sovereign authority, monarch, ruler

Devote-To give up oneself to some person
