The Gifts Of The Holy Spirit-Part 2

I. The Gifts Of The Holy Spirit Will Cease And Vanish Away

1 Corinthians 13:8-13 Love never fails. But whether there are prophecies, they will fail; whether there are tongues, they will cease; whether there is knowledge, it will vanish away. 9 For we know in part and we prophesy in part. 10 But when that which is perfect has come, then that which is in part will be done away.

1 Corinthians 13:11-12 11 When I was a child, I spoke as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child; but when I became a man, I put away childish things. 12 For now we see in a mirror, dimly, but then face to face. Now I know in part, but then I shall know just as I also am known. 

Ephesians 4:11-15 And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers, 12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ, 13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect man, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ; 14 that we should no longer be children, tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful plotting, 15 but, speaking the truth in love, may grow up in all things into Him who is the head — Christ —
1 Corinthians 13:13  And now abide faith, hope, love, these three; but the greatest of these is love. 

2 Corinthians 5:7 For we walk by faith, not by sight.

Romans 8:24-25 For we were saved in this hope, but hope that is seen is not hope; for why does one still hope for what he sees? 25 But if we hope for what we do not see, we eagerly wait for it with perseverance. 
II. The Passing Away Of The Apostles Through Whom The Gifts Were Given

Acts 6:6-8 whom they set before the apostles; and when they had prayed, they laid hands on them. ….8 And Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and signs among the people.
Acts 8:17-19 Then they laid hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit. 18 And when Simon saw that through the laying on of the apostles' hands the Holy Spirit was given, he offered them money, 19 saying, "Give me this power also, that anyone on whom I lay hands may receive the Holy Spirit." 

Acts 19:5-6 When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus. 6 And when Paul had laid hands on them, the Holy Spirit came upon them, and they spoke with tongues and prophesied. 
Romans 1:11 For I long to see you, that I may impart to you some spiritual gift, so that you may be established 

2 Timothy 1:6 Therefore I remind you to stir up the gift of God which is in you through the laying on of my hands. 

III. The Heresy Of Montanism

    In A.D. 172 an enthusiastic young Christian named Montanus began to attract attention as a prophet in Phrygia, a region of western Asia Minor. Two prophetesses, Prisca and Maximillia, soon joined him. They clamed to be mouth pieces for the Holy Spirit. The movement known as Montanism strongly emphasized the imminent return of Christ and the end of the age. They also believed that the Spirit was a active in the contemporary church as at the beginning which lead to a major split in the church and the Montanist were excommunicated. Their visions, speaking in tongues and intense religious excitement attracted suspicion..
