The Things That Cannot Be Shaken
Trade stability for novelty.  They would rather have something “fresh” than something solid.  They would rather jazz-up the service for their satisfaction than worship as the Bible says for Christ’s satisfaction.

Church on the move instead of the church on the Rock.  Contemporary worship services.  NEW!!!  Different!!!  We’ve changed!!!  Votes at the conventions.  Change in new “revelation.”  Change in policy.  Change in Truth.  Same attitude is beginning to creep into the church. 
The problem is, the Bible doesn’t call for all these things.  In fact, the Bible puts the emphasis on the things that are stable, constant, and unchanging.

Hebrews 12:25-29
Cannot be shaken=Faithful, strong, solid, unmovable, and eternal.  Things that can be counted on no matter what.
I.  The Things That Can Be Shaken:

Earthly Wealth and Gain:

Luke 12:13-21

Matthew 6:19-21   You can’t take it with you.
James 1:9-11

Worldly Pleasures:

1 John 2:15

Personal Opinion:

Matthew 7:21-23; 26-27

Physical Strength and Health:

Psalm 90:10  “The days of our lives are seventy years;

And if by reason of strength they are eighty years,

Yet their boast is only labor and sorrow;

For it is soon cut off, and we fly away.”
James 4:13-16

Why do we say, “If the Lord wills?”  Because anything and everything that happens in this life happens because the Lord allows it to.  If it is physical, if it is earthly—it will fail, it will cease, it can be shaken.  So why do we put our faith in those things?

The Lord is going to be there.  The Lord is eternal.  The Lord cannot be shaken.

II.  The Things That Cannot Be Shaken:

God:
Malachi 3:6  “For I am the LORD, I do not change;”
1 Corinthians 1:9  “God is faithful, by whom you were called…” 

The Bible teaches that WE CAN COUNT ON GOD.  We can count on His power, His presence, His promises, and His help.
God is faithful, God is just, God is reliable.

1 Corinthians 10:13

God is our anchor.
Psalm 62:1-8—Psalm of David
God’s Word:

1 Peter 1:24-25
It doesn’t compare it to anything because there is nothing physical to compare it to.  Everything around us, all of this world comes to an end…but the word of the Lord is eternal.

(Talking about the responsibilities of Elders)

Titus 1:9  “holding fast the faithful word as he has been taught, that he may be able, by sound doctrine, both to exhort and convict those who contradict.”

The word is faithful (that is reliable and dependable).  We can count on His word.  And if we hold fast to it, it can teach us what sound doctrine is, and it can exhort and convict those who don’t line up with its teachings.  

This is the Word from God, not from Men, and because of that it too cannot be shaken—no matter how hard men may try to attack it, disprove it, or dismiss it.  As the saying goes, “God said it, that settles it, I’ll do it.”
Christ:

Hebrews 13:8  “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.”

Luke 6:46-48
--Same word for “shaken” as the passage in Hebrews.  It is only on the rock of Christ that we can stand in the dark days.
Matthew 16:18  “And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it.” 
Christ is the rock.  He is the chief cornerstone.  He is our strength and our help and our salvation.  No one comes to the father but through Him.
If Christ cannot be shaken, so too…
Christ’s church and kingdom:
Why do we identify ourselves as the “church of Christ?”  Tradition, as a denomination?  To show to whom we belong.  We are part of HIS church—not anyone else’s.  We are members of the church (and citizens of the kingdom) that cannot be shaken.  While this local congregation could fall into apostasy, the church that Christ established will endure.  It is our relationship with Christ that makes us who we are…Are we ashamed to be identified as those possessed of Christ?  Because it is only those who are part of Christ’s church—not your church or my church or his church or her church—but Christ’s church that are going to go to heaven.  They are the only ones who are part of His kingdom.
Hebrews 12:25-29—His rule or reign is eternal and everlasting.  It is that heavenly country to which we become citizens, and it is to that heavenly country that we strive to go when we die.  
Christ and Christianity offer stability in an unstable world.  We can depend on God.  We can count on His Word.  We can rely on Jesus.  We have an anchor, and we have a home in heaven if we focus on the eternal things now!
