I. The Untrustworthy Person

Romans 1:31 undiscerning, untrustworthy, unloving, unforgiving, unmerciful;
Ephesians 6:6 not with eyeservice, as men-pleasers, but as bondservants of Christ, doing the will of God from the heart, 
Proverbs 20:25 It is a trap for a man to dedicate something rashly and only later to consider his vows. 

Proverbs 25:14 Like clouds and wind without rain is a man who boasts of gifts he does not give. 

Proverbs 25:19 Confidence in an unfaithful man in time of trouble Is like a bad tooth and a foot out of joint. 
II. Your Word Is Your Bond

1 Corinthians 4:2 Moreover it is required in stewards that one be found faithful.
Numbers 30:2 When a man makes a vow to the LORD or takes an oath to obligate himself by a pledge, he must not break his word but must do everything he said.
2 Corinthians 1:17-19 Therefore, when I was planning this, did I do it lightly? Or the things I plan, do I plan according to the flesh, that with me there should be Yes, Yes, and No, No? 18 But as God is faithful, our word to you was not Yes and No. 19 For the Son of God, Jesus Christ, who was preached among you by us — by me, Silvanus, and Timothy — was not Yes and No, but in Him was Yes.
James 5:12 But above all, my brethren, do not swear, either by heaven or by earth or with any other oath. But let your "Yes" be "Yes," and your "No," "No," lest you fall into judgment.

Luke 14:27-33 And whoever does not bear his cross and come after Me cannot be My disciple.  28 For which of you, intending to build a tower, does not sit down first and count the cost, whether he has enough to finish it —   29 lest, after he has laid the foundation, and is not able to finish, all who see it begin to mock him,  30 saying, 'This man began to build and was not able to finish.'  ….  33 So likewise, whoever of you does not forsake all that he has cannot be My disciple.
Proverbs 22:26-27 Do not be a man who strikes hands in pledge or puts up security for debts; if you lack the means to pay, your very bed will be snatched from under you.
Ephesians 4:25 Therefore, putting away lying, "Let each one of you speak truth with his neighbor," for we are members of one another.

Proverbs 13:3 He who guards his lips guards his life, but he who speaks rashly will come to ruin. 

Ecclesiastes 5:4-5     When you make a vow to God, do not delay in fulfilling it. He has no pleasure in fools; fulfill your vow. It is better not to vow than to make a vow and not fulfill it. 

III. Being Trustworthy And Faithful
Deuteronomy 23:23 Whatever your lips utter you must be sure to do, because you made your vow freely to the LORD your God with your own mouth. 
Proverbs 31:11-12 The heart of her husband safely trusts her; So he will have no lack of gain. 

12 She does him good and not evil All the days of her life.
2 Corinthians 8:11 Now finish the work, so that your eager willingness to do it may be matched by your completion of it, according to your means. 

2 Corinthians 7:16 Therefore I rejoice that I have confidence in you in everything. 

2 Thessalonians 3:4 And we have confidence in the Lord concerning you, both that you do and will do the things we command you. 
Luke 16:10-12 He who is faithful in what is least is faithful also in much; and he who is unjust in what is least is unjust also in much.  11 Therefore if you have not been faithful in the unrighteous mammon, who will commit to your trust the true riches?  
Matthew 25:21-22 His lord said to him, 'Well done, good and faithful servant; you were faithful over a few things, I will make you ruler over many things. Enter into the joy of your lord.'
